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Methodology 
 

 
The 2007 16-97 Economic Alliance report on Economic Structure by Industry is intended to give a broad 
overview of the contribution to the regional economy by each industry, as classified by the North 
American Industry Classification System (NAICS). Through the analysis of two different data sets 
obtained from Statistics Canada, this report presents the structure of each industry sector by 
employment and firms.    
 
Data for the analysis of employment by industry is obtained through the Labour Force Survey (LFS) 
conducted by Statistics Canada. Industry Codes are assigned using the survey respondent’s job 
description and are based on the classifications described in the North American Industry Classification 
System (NAICS, 2002). Since the size of the estimate obtained through the survey process is highly 
correlated with the degree of variability, employment estimates below 1,500 are suppressed.  
 
Data for the analysis of firms by industry is obtained through the Business Register from Statistics 
Canada. The major sources of information for the Business Register are updates from the Statistics 
Canada survey program and from Canada Revenue Agency’s (CRA) Business Number account files. The 
data reflects counts of establishments by industry activity (NAICS) and employment size ranges. It is 
important to note that a firm’s classification in a specific sector does not mean that firms do not 
participate in other sectors through the type of work that they do. For example, specialty trade 
contractors do most of their work in relation to construction and are classified as such, but many are 
also involved in forestry and mining activities.  
 
For most establishments reported in the Business Register, the employment estimates are derived using 
the amount of payroll deduction remittances made by employers on behalf of their employees. A 
measure of “10 employees” could represent “10 full-time employees”, “20 part-time employees” or any 
other workforce combination. Thus, the Business Register data is not intended for compiling industry 
employment estimates. 
 
Attempts should not be made to compare or find similarities between the employment and firm 
analyses, as they are performed with the use of two completely different data sets that are compiled 
with different methodologies and data collection procedures. In addition, the data sets are compiled for 
different geography. Therefore, it is possible, without any fault in the credibility of either data set, to see 
the patterns or trends of the two data sets behave in opposite directions or with different magnitudes.  
 
The terms used in the Economic Structure report for firms by industry are defined as follows:   

 ‘Large’ firms – those with 50 or more employees, data from December 2006 reporting period 

 ‘Small’ firms – those with 19 or fewer employees, data from December 2006 reporting period 

 Firms with ‘no employees’ – refers to firms in the ‘indeterminate’ category, which include the 
self-employed (those who do not maintain an employee payroll, but may have a workforce 
which consists of contracted workers, family members or business owners) and firms that did 
not have employees in the last 12 months.

Description and Analysis 
Industry employment statistics are compiled for the Cariboo and Nechako Development Regions, using 
Labour Force Survey data obtained from Statistics Canada. This measure reports the annual average of 
the total number of persons estimated to be employed in all industries. Employment numbers have 
been increasing steadily over the last five years, in line with a declining unemployment rate and an 
increasing employment rate for the Cariboo and Nechako Development Regions.

Description and Analysis 
Industry firm statistics are compiled for the Bulkley-Nechako, Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional 
Districts, using establishment count data obtained from Statistics Canada. This measure reports the total 
number of firms established in the region in all industries. There has been a slight decline in the number 
of total firms established in the region over the last two years.

Description and Analysis 
This measure reports the largest sectors, ranked by proportion of total employment, in the Cariboo and 
Nechako Development Regions, combined. The proportions for these sectors are compared to the 
proportions in these sectors for the province as a whole.  
 
There is clearly a higher concentration of employment in sectors that are considered ‘Goods-producing’ 
in the 16-97 region (Manufacturing and Forestry, Fishing, Mining and Oil & Gas) compared to BC as a 
whole. However, while BC has a higher proportion of employment in ‘Service-producing’ industries 
overall, the proportions of employment in the largest service-producing sectors in the 16-97 region are 
very similar to those for BC.

Description and Analysis 
This measure reports the trend in number of persons employed in the largest sectors, ranked by 
proportion of total employment, in the Cariboo and Nechako Development Regions, combined.  
 
There has been no change in the sectors that rank as the largest, by proportion of employment, and very 
little change in the proportions themselves over the last five years. However, the absolute employment 
numbers have increased in all of these sectors with the exception of Forestry, Fishing, Mining and Oil & 
Gas, which has declined 1.4% compared to 2002. This indicates that there has been little diversification 
but that the largest sectors have made a substantial contribution to the overall increase in employment 
in the region.  The proportion stability, however, is also an indication of growth in other, smaller, 
sectors.

Manufacturing 
The highest proportion of employment in this 
sector is in Wood Products Manufacturing, 
which is an indication of the large contribution 
that the forest industry makes to the region. 
Employment in Manufacturing has fluctuated 
moderately over the last five years, but overall 
has grown 6.21% since 2002. The most growth 
has been seen in the remainder of the 
manufacturing categories, with an increase in 
employment of 18.8% when compared to 2002.

Trade 
Employment in this sector has grown 4.6% since 
2002, despite a slight fluctuation over the last 
five years. In absolute numbers, employment in 
Wholesale and Retail trade has grown equally 
(300 persons each), but as it is the smaller of 
the two categories, Wholesale trade has seen 
the most growth, as measured by the 
percentage increase in total employment, since

Health Care and Social Assistance 
Employment in this sector has grown 3.8% 
when compared to 2002. The greatest increase 
in employment has been in the Social 
Assistance category (21.4% since 2002), which 
consists mainly of family and relief services. The 
greatest decline has been in Ambulatory Health 
Care Services (-29.6% since 2002), which 
includes offices of health practitioners and 
other health care services.

Accommodation and Food Services 
Despite moderate fluctuation in employment in 
2003 and 2004, employment in this sector has 
been relatively stable, with a 3.9% increase in 
employment between 2002 and 2006. 
Employment in Food service and drinking 
places, the largest category in this sector, has 
increased steadily in recent years, growing 
20.8% since 2002. Employment in 
Accommodation services, however, has declined 
36% since 2002, which explains the only 
moderate increase in total employment in this 
sector.

Educational Services 
The greatest proportion of employment in this 
sector is in Primary and Secondary education, 
which has increased 19.6% since 2002. 
Employment in Other Educational services has 
declined 13.6% when compared to 2002, 
although there has been growth in absolute 
numbers over the past few years. Overall, 
employment in this sector was 9.6% higher in

Forestry, Fishing, Mining and Oil & Gas 
Forestry and Logging activities account for the 
greatest portion of the employment in this 
sector. Of the remaining activities in the sector, 
Fishing, Hunting and Trapping activities employ 
less than 1,500 persons and thus show a zero 
value for employment. Mining and Oil & Gas 
Extraction accounts for the majority of the 
employment in this sector that is not attributed 
to forestry.

Description and Analysis 
Employment growth and decline is measured by the percentage change in the number of persons 
employed in each industry sector in the Cariboo and Nechako Development Regions, combined, 
between 2002 and 2006.  
 
While the increases or decreases in employment, measured by the percentage change in employment 
between 2002 and 2006, are in some cases considerable, there are no substantial increases or decreases 
in the proportion of total employment for any of the sectors. This is an indication of the overall stability 
of the economy, but also reflects the lack of diversification in the regional economy.  
 
Sectors with employment growth 
The sectors seeing the most growth in employment are in the ‘service-producing’ sector, which may be 
an indication that the difference in the proportion of employment in goods-producing and service-
producing sectors between the region and the province may decline in upcoming years, if this trend 
continues. The data does not allow for a detailed analysis of the sub-sectors in each of the sectors seeing 
employment growth, as most of these sub-sectors employ less than 1,500 persons and thus have an 
employment value of zero, due to data suppression.  
 
Sectors with employment decline 
The data does allow for a more detailed analysis of the sub-sectors in each of the sectors seeing a 
decline in employment. In the sector showing the greatest decline in employment, Other Services, the 
decline can be attributed mostly to employment in Repair and Maintenance services. The decline in 
employment in Public Administration is attributed to a decline in Provincial and Territorial Public 
Administration employment, which makes up the greatest proportion of Public Administration 
employment. The slight decline in Forestry, Fishing, Mining and Oil & Gas is attributed to the slight 
decline in Forestry and Logging activities, which accounts for the majority of employment in this sector. 
There is no available breakdown for employment in Construction.

Description and Analysis 
This measure reports the largest sectors, ranked by proportion of total firms, in the Bulkley-Nechako, 
Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional Districts, combined.  
 
There has been no change in the sectors that rank as the largest, by proportion of total firms, since 
2002, and very little change in the actual proportions. Construction had the largest change, with a one 
percent lower proportion of total firms in Dec ’06 than Dec ’02. Nonetheless, this sector retains its 
ranking as the second largest industry (ranked by firms) in the 16-97 region.

Description and Analysis 
This measure reports the trend in number of firms in the largest sectors, ranked by proportion of total 
firms, in the Bulkley-Nechako, Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional Districts, combined.  

 
There has been no change in the sectors that rank as the largest, by proportion of firms, and very little 
change in the proportions themselves, between 2002 and 2006. However, the absolute number of firms 
has declined substantially in the three largest sectors, compared to 2002. Agriculture & Forestry, 
Construction and Transportation & Warehousing have 132, 224 and 75 fewer firms, respectively, which 
accounts for some of the decline in total firms. The proportion stability indicates that there has been 
little diversification in the region.

11 - Agriculture and Forestry 
Firms engaged in activities related to 
Forestry & Logging make up the largest 
proportion of firms in this sector, but this 
proportion has declined in recent years 
(69.9% in 2006, down from 74.7% in 2002), 
in line with a steady decline in the number of 
firms engaged in Support Activities. Firms 
engaged in Animal and Crop Production also 
make up a significant proportion of firms, 
and the number of firms in these categories 
has been growing (an increase in firms of 
9.59% and 35.71% since 2002, respectively).

12 - Construction 
The number of Construction firms has been 
declining steadily in recent years, with the 
largest decline seen in firms engaged in 
Heavy and Civil Engineering Construction 
(19.8% fewer firms in 2006 than in 2002). 
Specialty Trade Contractors make up the 
largest proportion of firms in this sector; the 
number of these firms has declined the least 
(7% since 2002) of all categories. The 
number of firms engaged in Construction of 
Buildings, the smallest category in this 
sector, has declined 12% since 2002.

Firms engaged in Truck Transportation make 
up the largest proportion (71.9%) of the 
firms in this sector, and account for most of 
the slight decline in the number of firms in 
this sector since 2002. Other categories have 
been stable, with the exception of Couriers & 
Messengers, which has grown 61.8% since 
2002. Remaining Transportation & 
Warehousing firms include Rail, Water, 
Pipeline, Sightseeing Transportation, Postal 
Service and Warehousing & Storage and 
make up only 3.4% of firms in this sector.

44-45 ς Retail Trade 
The number of firms engaged in Retail Trade 
has declined slightly in recent years, with the 
largest decline occurring in Miscellaneous 
and Clothing retailers (-15% and -12%, 
respectively). The majority of the Retail 
categories are relatively equally represented; 
that is, no category clearly dominates in this 
sector. Remaining Retail Trade firms include 
Sporting, Electronics, Furniture, Health and 
General Merchandise stores and, combined, 
make up nearly 34% of the firms in this 
sector.

This is a breakdown of the proportion of total firms of various size ranges (categorized by the number of 
employees in each firm), for all sectors, in the 16-97 region. Data has been compiled for the Bulkley-
Nechako, Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional Districts.  
 
Small firms (those with fewer than 20 employees) clearly dominate in the region. Small firms also tend 
to dominate in the province as a whole.

Description and Analysis 
This measure provides a breakdown of the firm size distribution in the sectors that have the largest 
number of ‘small’ firms (firms that have fewer than 20 persons employed) in the Bulkley-Nechako, 
Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional Districts, combined. The sectors that have the largest number 
of ‘small’ firms are also the sectors with the largest number of firms in total. This reflects the dominance 
of small business in the region.  
 
Agriculture and Forestry 
This sector is made up mostly of small firms. Thus, the categories that are growing (Animal and Crop 
Production) are growing mostly in the number of small firms (specifically those with 0-4 employees) and 
the categories that are declining (Forestry and Logging and Support Activities) are declining mostly in the 
number of small firms. It is worth noting, however, that the number of large firms in Forestry and 
Logging has increased in recent years despite the overall decline in total firms in that sector, which may 
indicate either consolidation or growth in existing firms.  
 
Construction 
Fewer than 5% of firms in this sector have more than 20 employees. Due to the dominance of small 
firms, most of the decline in the total number of firms is attributable to a decline in the number of small 
firms (those with fewer than 10 employees). However,  the number of firms with 10-19 employees in 
Construction of Buildings and more than 20 employees in Specialty Trade Contractors has increased (93 
and 35%, respectively), which may explain some of the decline in number of firms as being due to 
consolidation or growth in individual firms.

Retail Trade 
 90.7% of the firms in this sector have fewer than 20 employees. Thus, the slight decline in total number 
of firms is due to a decline in small firms. Some of the categories in this sector showing decline in the 
number of firms are declining in small but increasing in larger firms (Clothing, Sporting Goods and Motor 
Vehicle and Parts Dealers), which may indicate consolidation or growth in existing firms. The categories 
that are showing growth in number of firms are growing in small firms. 
 
Transportation and Warehousing 
Most of the decline in the number of firms in this sector is attributable to a decline in small firms 
engaged in Truck Transportation, the largest category in this sector. Most of the decline is in firms with 
0-4 employees. Slight growth in the number of firms with 5-9 employees may indicate consolidation or 
growth in existing firms. The number of firms involved in Support Activities for Transportation, the other 
major small firm category in this sector, is relatively stable, with fluctuation occurring between firms 
with 0 and 1-4 employees. 
 
Professional, Scientific and Technical Services 
The number of firms in this sector has been relatively stable in recent years, with the minimal growth in 
the sector attributable to growth in firms with 1-4 employees.  
 
Other Services 
The number of firms in this sector has been relatively stable in recent years. The decline in the number 
of firms engaged in Personal and Laundry and Religious, Grant-Making, Civic and Professional and 
Similar Organizations (mostly in firms with 0-4 employees) is balanced by growth in Repair and 
Maintenance firms (mostly with no employees, indicating strong entrepreneurial activity).

Description and Analysis 
This measure provides a breakdown of the firm size distribution in the sectors that have the largest 
number of ‘large’ firms (firms that have more than 50 persons employed) in the Bulkley-Nechako, 
Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional Districts, combined. Three of the sectors that have the largest 
number of ‘large’ firms are also sectors with the largest number of ‘small’ firms (Retail Trade, Agriculture 
& Forestry and Construction), which is reflective of both the distribution of these sectors in the economy 
and the fact that small firms dominate in the region.  The number of firms with more than 50 employees 
only accounts for 3% of the total firms in these sectors combined.  
 
Manufacturing 
This sector has both the largest number and the largest concentration of large firms (12.4% of 
Manufacturing firms have more than 50 employees). 56 of the 72 large firms in this sector are involved 
in Wood Product Manufacturing. Although the total number of firms involved in Manufacturing 
activities has fluctuated and declined slightly in recent years, the number of large firms in this sector has 
been relatively stable. 
 
Retail Trade  
This sector has the second highest number of large firms (50), and the third highest concentration 
(3.62% of Retail Trade firms have more than 50 employees). The majority of the large firms are Food and 
Beverage Stores (21), with Motor Vehicle and Parts Dealers having the second highest number (9).  As 
with most of the large firm sectors, the number of large firms in this sector has been relatively stable, 
while the number of total firms in the sector has declined.

Agriculture and Forestry 
This sector has the smallest concentration (1.37%), but the third highest number of large firms (41). This 
reflects the dominance of small firms in this sector. The majority of the large firms in this sector are in 
activities related to Forestry, with 29 and 11 large firms engaged in Forestry and Logging and Support 
Activities for Agriculture and Forestry, respectively. The number of large firms in this sector has 
increased in recent years, with most of the increase attributable to Forestry and Logging firms. This 
trend may reflect the increased scale of harvesting activities associated with the Mountain Pine Beetle 
epidemic.  
 
Accommodation and Food Services 
This sector has the second highest concentration (3.85%) and the fourth highest number of large firms 
(31). The majority of these large firms are Food Service & Drinking Places (24), and the other 7 large 
firms are in Accommodation Services.  Although the total number of firms involved in Accommodation 
and Food Services has declined in recent years, the number of large firms in this sector has been 
relatively stable. 
 
Construction  
With 29 large firms (1.54% of total firms), this sector ranks fifth among sectors with the most large firms. 
The majority of these large firms are Specialty Trade Contractors (14), with 8 and 7 large firms engaged 
in Construction of Buildings and Heavy and Civil Engineering Construction, respectively. The number of 
large firms has been stable in recent years, in contrast to the significant decline in total firms in this 
sector.  
 
Health Care and Social Assistance 
This sector has the fourth highest concentration (3.3%) and the sixth highest number (22) of large firms. 
Hospitals and Nursing & Residential Care Facilities account for the majority of large firms in this sector, 
with 8 and 6 large firms, respectively. The number of large firms has fluctuation slightly but has 
remained relatively stable in recent years.

Description and Analysis 
Growth and decline in firms is measured by the percentage change in the number of firms in each 
industry sector in the Bulkley-Nechako, Cariboo and Fraser-Fort George Regional Districts, combined 
between December 2002 and December 2006. While the increases or decreases in firms, measured by 
the percentage change in number of firms, are in some cases considerable, there are no substantial 
increases or decreases in the proportion of total firms for any of the sectors. This is an indication of the 
overall stability of the economy, but also reflects the lack of diversification in the regional economy.  
 
Sectors with growth in number of firms 
As with employment growth, most of the sectors showing the most growth in number of firms are in 
service-producing industries, with the exception of Mining and Oil & Gas Extraction. The growth in 
Mining and Oil & Gas Extraction (16 firms) comes almost entirely from firms involved in Mining (12) or 
Support Activities (3). The growth in Finance and Insurance (55 firms) comes entirely from growth in 
Securities, Commodity Contracts and Other Financial Investment and Related Activities firms. The data 
does not provide a breakdown of categories accounting for the growth in Educational Services (11 
firms). Most of the growth in Administrative & Support, Waste Management and Remediation Services 
(45 firms) comes from Administrative and Support Services (41 firms). Growth in Heritage Institutions (9 
firms) is responsible for most of the growth in Arts, Entertainment & Recreation (14 firms). 
 
Sectors with decline in number of firms 
The decline in the number of firms involved in Public Administration (7 fewer firms) is due to a decline in 
firms involved in activities surrounding Local, Municipal & Regional Public Administration. The data does 
not provide a breakdown of where the decline comes from in Management of Companies & Enterprises 
(40 fewer firms). Food Service and Drinking Places account for most of the decline in firms in 
Accommodation and Food Services (75 of 91 fewer firms). The decline in Construction (224 fewer firms) 
is equally distributed among all three Construction categories. The decline in firms engaged in 
Information & Cultural Industries (15 fewer firms) is also spread out among all categories, but the 
greatest decline is in Publishing (8) and Broadcasting (9).
